Just a few blocks away from Hyder and Herron Apartments, the Capital Arts Gallary at 1203 Missouri Boulevard is a showcase for talented Missouri artists who work with media from  paints, metals and stone to paper and glass. The exhibits, which change every few weeks, are open to the public at no cost from 10-4 Monday through Thursday and weekends from 1-4.  The building was built in 1941 as one of the public works projects of Works Progress Administration, the program that created jobs during the Great Depression.  For many decades it was home to the offices of the Jefferson City Parks and Recreation Department.  After the Parks Department moved downtown in 1982, the building stood vacant for many years until it was renovated in 2005. It now holds one of the many small gallaries that display and sell art to residents of the city.

Watch Out For Children
