AUGUST 25, 2009

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Jefferson, Missouri, was held at 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, August 25, 2009, in the Board room at the Housing Authority office, 1040 Myrtle Avenue, Jefferson City, Missouri.

ROLL CALL: On roll call, the following were in attendance: Chairman Jim Jordan, Vice Chairman Bob Weber, and Commissioners Phil Freeman, Saundra Allen, Dora Washington and Larry Vincent.  Also in attendance were Allen Pollock, Executive Director; Jack Pletz, Legal Counsel; Jim Jenkins, Deputy Director; Sonya Ross, Administrative Assistant; and one member of the general public.  Chairman Jordan declared a quorum present.

Mr. Pollock reported that previously the Land Clearance for Redevelopment Authority conveyed the property located at 416 and 422 East State Street to Carol Blaney.  Ms. Blaney later requested that the property be conveyed to Lucy & Ethel, L.L.C. The property is now in the process of being sold and Cole County Abstract has requested a letter stating that the Housing Authority approved the sale and does not wish to exercise its “first right of refusal” under the requirements contained in the property documents.

Commissioner Freeman made the motion to approve the Resolution, seconded by Vice Chairman Weber.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Jordan declared the motion approved.

EMERGENCY MAINTENANCE SERVICES:
Mr. Pollock stated that the Commissioners previously approved the updated charge list for emergency maintenance services, but following the meeting staff discovered several errors.  A revised version will be presented at the next Board meeting.
MO R-45 URBAN RENEWAL PLAN:

At the previous Board meeting the Commissioners requested that Mr. Pletz review the law relating to the MO. R-45 Urban Renewal Plan area with the possibility of incorporating several additional blocks into the Plan.  Following review of the Plan, Mr. Pletz said that incorporating several additional blocks including Hotel DeVille could be a minor plan change, but that a detailed study would be needed and that the proposal would not only need to be approved by the Board but also by the City Council.  Additional information will be provided at a future Board meeting.
