DECEMBER 15, 2009

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Jefferson, Missouri, was held at 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, December 15, 2009, in the Board room at the Housing Authority office, 1040 Myrtle Avenue, Jefferson City, Missouri.

ROLL CALL: On roll call, the following were in attendance: Chairman Jim Jordan, Vice Chairman Bob Weber, and Commissioners Phil Freeman, Saundra Allen and Larry Vincent.  Also in attendance were Allen Pollock, Executive Director; Jack Pletz, Legal Counsel; Jim Jenkins, Deputy Director; Sonya Ross, Administrative Assistant; one member of the press and two members of the general public.  Chairman Jordan declared a quorum present.

A RESOLUTION OF THE JEFFERSON CITY HOUSING AUTHORITY ACCEPTING UNITED HEALTH CARE’S PROPOSAL FOR EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE

Mr. Pollock reported that during the November, 2009 Board meeting the adopted budget reflected a 30% increase in health insurance premiums with Anthem (Blue Cross/Blue Shield).  The Housing Authority also received a proposal from UnitedHealthcare reflecting a 7.0% reduction in premiums over last year.  Mr. Pollock stated that the proposal from UnitedHealthcare contained a $1,000.00 deductible for individuals, a $3,000.00 deductible for family and an increase in the co-payment.

Commissioner Freeman made the motion to approve the proposal from UnitedHealthcare, seconded by Commissioner Allen.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Jordan declared the motion approved. (Exhibit #3, 12/15/09)    

PROPERTY INSURANCE:

Mr. Pollock reported that the low-income tax credit properties were insured through Missouri Housing Authority Property and Casualty Inc.   who  recently indicated they would no longer offer Fire & Extended Coverage, Directors & Officers Liability, and Employment Practices Liability Insurance to the Jefferson City Housing Authority for the tax credit properties that it manages due to the IRS Policy regarding their tax-exempt status.  Staff is in the process of getting quotes from an agency in Jefferson City and Mr. Pollock will provide additional information at the next Board meeting.

Mr. Pollock reported that Mr. Pletz and staff reviewed the current Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy and recommended amendments to the Policy.

Commissioner Freeman made the motion to amend the current Statement of Policies Governing the Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy as proposed and to submit the amendments to HUD.  Seconded by Commissioner Allen.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Jordan declared the motion approved.  (Exhibit #5, 12/15/09)

Mr. Pollock presented the proposed Mold Prevention, Assessment and Remediation Procedure to help protect employees, tenants and guests from exposure to potentially dangerous levels of mold.  The Policy would also protect Housing Authority owned or managed properties from mold damage.

A RESOLUTION OF THE JEFFERSON CITY HOUSING AUTHORITY APPROVING THE LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE JEFFERSON CITY HOUSING AUTHORITY AND THE PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF JEFFERSON, MISSOURI

Mr. Pollock presented the proposed Lease Agreement between the Jefferson City Housing Authority and the Parks and Recreation Commission of the City of Jefferson for the Shikles Center located at 1200 Linden Drive.  The lease would be effective from January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010, and it would automatically be extended for subsequent one (1) year terms thereafter unless either party notifies the other of its intention to terminate the lease.  

Mr. Pollock spoke with Bill Lockwood, Director, Parks and Recreation Commission regarding the utilities and elevator expenses.  It was agreed that the Lessee would pay the Housing Authority $40.00 per month to cover the electrical cost of the elevator.  Mr. Pollock will also discuss the past two years’ expenses with Mr. Lockwood. 

Commissioner Freeman made the motion to approve the Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Allen.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Jordan declared the motion approved.  (Exhibit #7, 12/15/09)
