BOARD MEETING

AUGUST 3, 2010

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Jefferson, Missouri, was held at 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, August 3, 2010, in the Board room at the Housing Authority office, 1040 Myrtle Avenue, Jefferson City, Missouri.

ROLL CALL: On roll call, the following were in attendance: Vice Chairman Larry Vincent, and Commissioners Phil Freeman, Penney Rector, and Jim Crabtree.  Also in attendance were Allen Pollock, Executive Director; Jack Pletz, Legal Counsel; Jim Jenkins, Deputy Director and Sonya Ross, Administrative Assistant.  Vice Chairman Vincent declared a quorum present.
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ELECTION OF NEW CHAIRMAN AND VICE CHAIRMAN:

Vice Chairman Vincent called for nominations for the office of Chairman to fill the vacancy in that office.  Commissioner Freeman nominated Vice Chairman Vincent to be Chairman of the Board, seconded by Commissioner Rector.  No other nominations were made.  The Commissioners unanimously approved that motion.  

Chairman Vincent nominated Commissioner Freeman to fill the vacancy in the office of Vice Chairman, seconded by Commissioner Rector. No other nominations were made. The Commissioners unanimously approved that motion.

Mr. Pollock stated that the Housing Authority requires the services of a licensed architect to provide professional services in connection with its on-going site and building improvement and modernization plan under the Authority’s Capital Fund Program.  The Request For Proposals was publicly advertised and the following four (4) submitted proposals.


Central Design Group, Architects Alliance, SKW Architects, Peckham & Wright, Inc.

Staff reviewed the proposals and recommended Peckham & Wright, Inc. primarily due to their working experience with Public Housing Agencies.

Vice Chairman Freeman made the motion to approve Peckham & Wright, Inc. seconded by Commissioner Crabtree.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Vincent declared the motion approved.  (Exhibit #5, 8/3/10)
