BOARD MEETING

JUNE 29, 3010

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Jefferson, Missouri, was held at 7:30 a.m. on Tuesday, June 29, 2010, in the Board room at the Housing Authority office, 1040 Myrtle Avenue, Jefferson City, Missouri.

ROLL CALL: On roll call, the following were in attendance: Chairman Bob Weber, Vice Chairman Larry Vincent, and Commissioners Phil Freeman, Penney Rector, Jim Crabtree and Dora Washington.  Also in attendance were Allen Pollock, Executive Director; Jack Pletz, Legal Counsel; Jim Jenkins, Deputy Director; Sonya Ross, Administrative Assistant; one member of the press and several members of the general public.  Chairman Weber declared a quorum present.
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Commissioner Vincent made the motion to adjourn into Executive Session for the purpose of considering the following matters:

-Leasing, purchase or sale of real estate by the Housing Authority when public knowledge of the transaction might adversely affect the legal consideration therefore, under Section 610.021(2) RSMO.

Commissioner Crabtree seconded the motion.  Upon roll call vote, the motion was approved.

Mr. Pollock reported that the Housing Authority completed the Section 8 Management Assessment Program (SEMAP) certification and received a score of 96% for fiscal year   ending 03/31/10.

Commissioner Crabtree gave an overview regarding an invitation from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) inviting Jefferson City to submit a proposal for the 2010 Greening America’s Capitals project.  A focus group will be organized which will include the Housing Authority Board along with several other groups.

Mr. Pollock stated that with the selection of a new Chairman and Vice-Chairman it was necessary to change the signature cards on all Housing Authority and LCRA accounts at Central Bank and Jefferson Bank.

Mr. Pollock stated that the Enterprise Income Verification Procedures was previously approved, but a new section was added to the procedures.  Under regulations published by HUD the Jefferson City Housing Authority is required to utilize the Enterprise Income Verification (EIV/UIV) in determining sources of income for processing new applications.   

Commissioner Freeman made the motion to approve the Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Rector.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Weber declared the motion approved.  (Exhibit #6, 6/29/10)

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE CAPITAL FUND PROGRAM (CFP) AMENDMENT

With approval of this Resolution Mr. Pollock would be authorized to sign and submit the required amendment to the Capital Fund Program.   The activities were previously approved in the annual PHA Plan and the Five Year Plan.  The Jefferson City Housing Authority will receive $34,101.00, for Fiscal Year 2010.  The money will accumulate over five year in order to construct additional housing in the public housing area.

RESOLUTION NO.  4233

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE CAPITAL FUND PROGRAM (CFP) AMENDMENT

With approval of this Resolution Mr. Pollock would be authorized to sign and submit the required amendment to the Capital Fund Program modifying the capital and management activities in public housing for low income families in the amount of $483,452.00.  Mr. Pollock reported that some of that money would be use to complete the Linden Court project.   

Commissioner Freeman made a motion to approve Resolution numbers 4232 and 4233, seconded by Commissioner Crabtree.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Weber declared the motions approved.  

AMERICAN HOME CARE:
At the previous Board meeting Mr. Pollock presented a request from Jennifer Trudeau, American Home Care, requesting office space at the Towers.  Mr. Pollock reported that American Home Care is a for-profit provider, therefore it would be necessary for the Housing Authority to charge a rental fee.  He said he had heard nothing further from that company.
