Mr. Pollock presented a request from Cosimo Properties, L.L.C. for certification of qualifications for tax abatement, pursuant to section 99.700-715 RSMo, for redevelopment of 107 East High Street.  The property is in a blighted area of the Urban Renewal area that would qualify for tax abatement.

RESOLUTION APPROVING RENEWAL OF PROPERTY AND FIRE/CASUALTY INSURANCE FOR TAX CREDIT PROPERTIES

Previously Mr. Pollock reported that the Missouri Housing Authority Property and Casualty Inc. indicated they could no longer, after March 31, 2010, offer Fire & Extended Coverage, Directors & Officers Liability and Employment Practices Liability Insurance to the Jefferson City Housing Authorities tax credit properties due to the IRS Policy regarding MHAPCI tax-exempt status.  MHAPCI could, however, continue to cover the Housing Authority and its properties.    

Staff received three (3) quotes from agencies in the Jefferson City area and one (1) quote from the Housing Authority Insurance Group:

Commissioner Vincent reviewed the quotes and stated that he had concerns about the liability policy and that the companies were not comparing the same coverages.    Commissioner Freeman made the motion for Mr. Pollock to approach the Housing Authority Insurance Group and Naught-Naught about writing a nine (9) month policy to cover the four tax credit properties and to contract with the one providing the more favorable terms, and also for staff to publicly advertise and bid all properties, including the Housing Authority(s own coverages, in October, 2010 for the next calendar year.  Vice Chairman Weber seconded the motion.  Upon roll call vote, the motion was approved.
