PUBLIC HEARING / PRESENTATION OF ANNUAL AUDIT:
Mr. Dale Siebeneck, Evers & Company, Certified Public Accountants, Jefferson City, Missouri, presented the annual audit report for the fiscal year ending 3/31/2011.  Mr. Siebeneck stated that the Housing Authority met all standards and was given a clean opinion with no major audit findings.

The monthly Financial Statements, Balance Sheets and Income Statements for September 2011, were presented.

The Jefferson City Housing Authority received a reimbursement check from FEMA in the amount of $5,928.53.   The Federal share reimbursement of 75% was to assist in the clean up expenses incurred during the January 2011 snow storm.

It was recently discovered that an alley and storm system easement run through the middle of the Jefferson City Day Care building.  The Day Care  has requested that the Housing Authority take the necessary steps to  request that the City of Jefferson vacate the alley and storm system easement prior to purchasing the property from the Housing Authority.  

Vice Chairman Freeman made the motion to authorize Mr. Pollock to sign and pursue the request to the City to vacate the alley and storm system easement, seconded by Commissioner Crabtree.  Upon unanimous favorable vote, Chairman Vincent declared the motion approved.

Mr. Jim Casey, Executive Director, Cole County Residential Services appeared before the Housing Authority Board to express their appreciation on behalf of Alpha Homes for their close working relationship with the Housing Authority. Mr. Casey looks forward in continuing that relationship.  The Board thanked Mr. Casey for his comments.
